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Joyce (IDTA) trained at the Urdang Academy of Ballet and Performing Arts and has enjoyed working with almost every type of dance discipline, discovering the Flamenco within in 1997. Joyce is responsible for developing and teaching a wide range of well subscribed workshops, creating new choreographies, and in conjunction with her regular performances, holding a significant role in strengthening the Flamenco culture in Ireland.
Profile
Dubliner Joyce started (Irish) dance at the age of 2 and ballet at age 9 at the Myrtle Lambkin School of Dance. By 16 she had completed all major classical exams, including IDTA Associate. With the help of her initial Arts Council Bursary, Joyce continued training at the Urdang Academy of Ballet and Performing Arts. Covent Garden. Her career subsequently embraced many different forms, including: Freddie Mercury video, European tours with Westside Story, Jesus Christ Superstar and A Chorus Line commercial for VISA.
In 1988 Joyce returned to Dublin where she danced and choreographed several Gaiety Pantos, RTE shows including Sunday Night At The Olympia, Jacinta, Finbar’s Class, The Late Late and many commercials. She has had the privilege of working with some great Irish stars including Maureen Potter, Brendan Grace, Twink, Noel Pearson, Noel Purcell and Ronnie Drew. 
When asked what her favorite style of dance is she still replies, “Whatever music is playing at the moment”.
After a personal tragedy in 1997, Joyce discovered Flamenco in Jerez. She began developing her professional flamenco training through a variety of courses in Spain and London, taught by many great flamenco stars including Mario Maya, Belen Maya, Javier La Torre, La Turco, Rafaella Carrasco, Beatriz Morales, Gemma Cruz, Esperanza Linares and Ana Salazar. 
In 2005, Joyce founded the Academy of Flamenco, Dublin.
 Her professional company Aires Flamencos was invited to perform at many festivals and events including 2006, 2007 and 2008 St Patrick’s Festival for which she introduced many new pieces including “Tangos Estrella” and “Bulerias Duet”. They also performed at NCH’s World Routes Day, Rat mine’s festival, Fused festival 05 & 06, the World Festival of Cultures in Dun Laoghaire which she created “Sevillana Romantica” and “Wedding Guajira.” In 2007 she completed  6 new choreographies  Asturias,  Juggler,  Alhambra,  Rumba, Farruca and Solea and is currently  working on Alegrias , Sigiurias  and  a new innovative piece with Antonio O’ Breskey . The company opened the celebrations in January 2008 of the Dancehouse first birthday celebrations. Recently she had the honor of performing solo for the Spanish Ambassador D. Jose Carvajal at the R.D.S. Dublin. Joyce really embraces family life, teaching, choreographing and performing, and with the continuing support and investment of the Arts Council, Instituto Cervantes Dublin, and Spanish Embassy Ireland, has a passionate vision for the future of Flamenco in Ireland. Joyce is the director of the First Flamenco festival which was a huge success in November 2008.
